The Blossoming of a Student Leader  

One of our goals at Geneva Campus Ministry (GCM) is to 
nurture the faith, skills, and leadership ability of students in 
order to prepare them for a lifetime of Kingdom service in 
church and society. One such student is Lexi Wallenburg. 
Lexi, a member of Inwood Christian Reformed Church and a 
graduate of Western Christian High School in NW Iowa, came 
to UI as a freshman in the fall of 2009. She won our Jason 
Chen Faith and Learning Scholarship that year. Though a 
committed member of the Friday International Fellowship that 
meets in our home, Lexi is a bit shy and said little during our 
Bible studies. Last fall when we asked her to be one of our 
leaders, she immediately said "No!" But God kept nudging her, 
and by January she stepped forward and offered to serve, and 
has done a good job of leading the group ever since. 
This summer Lexi was on campus taking a Spanish course. A 
poem the class was studying had the word "stone," and the 
professor asked the students what the words "stone" or "rock" 
reminded them of. Lexi thought of the stone in front of Jesus' 
tomb, but was not sure how the students and professor of our 
"secular" university would react to that. But, again feeling God's 
nudge, she shared the thought. To her surprise, several 
students and even the professor began chiming in with other 
biblical references to stones. Lexi's courage opened a door for 
the class! It also led her to further study the Scriptures for 
references to rocks and to lead our Bible study that Friday night 
on that theme. A student from Germany said afterwards: "I'll 
never look at rocks the same way again!" 
We obtained a grant from the Christian Reformed Church, and 
Lexi is now working a few hours a week as a "Geneva Student 
Minister." I am mentoring her regularly as part of that process. It 
has been so much fun to see Lexi blossom! 

Questions, Questions! 

This fall we have a very diverse group of students coming to 
our Friday International Fellowship. They have ranged in age 
from 17 to 40+, and from countries such as China, Taiwan, the 
U.S., Romania, Zimbabwe, Iran, Germany, South Korea, and 
Mozambique. Religiously they range from life-long Christians to 
new Christians to seekers to those with very little religious 
background to skeptics to a believer in aliens to a committed 
Muslim (did I forget anyone??!!). 
The topic for our discussions this fall is "Who is God?" and we 
are looking at Old Testament passages that describe the nature 
and actions of God. It's been a wild and wonderful time of all 
kinds of questions! Such as: "How can we know that God

From Dot and Wink Zylstra: 

 We visited Galveston County for the third and final time to do CRWRC-DRS September 8th 
through October 2nd. The site will close down permanently in April. We were only there a few hours 
when Whitney stopped in at our home at Maranatha Baptist church to greet our team. We rebuilt his 
home last fall and he became very dear to all of us. If you remember in my report to you last fall 
Whitney came to church with us on Sunday, answered to the alter call, and gave his heart to the Lord. 
Our worries as to if the church would give him the support and friendship that he needed after we 
left were unwarranted. Whitney is a totally changed man. It is as if a light has gone on inside him and 

 



it radiates love and warmth. He used debris that was left on his yard after hurricane Ike to build 
himself a small trailer. He hooks it behind his car and carries his lawn mower, weed whacker, and 
brooms to the church. Three days a week he does the lawn care and cleaning of the church. The 
church pays him a small amount and saves pop cans for him. Church members also save things for 
him that they think he may be able to use as he has the talent of putting pieces of ―stuff‖ together and 
making very useful items from them. The little man that had down cast eyes, answered questions 
with only one word, and felt himself worthless and useless is now the man that greeted the green 
shirts with both arms waving and a big smile. He loves to just visit with us and tell everyone about 
what the Lord has done for him. While he and I stood visiting in the foyer of the church, he whipped 
a dust cloth out of his pocket and dusted all the tables and track racks. In between sentences he 
informed me, ―I want to keep MY church clean.‖ When Wink was hitching up the pick up to the 5th 
wheel in preparation to head north, Whitney came to watch, ask questions, bid us farewell and again 
thank us for our work in his house and the Galveston area. We began to wonder if we would have to 
stay another day! It is amazing to see how the Holy Spirit works. 

 We had a small team with only eight ‗on the job‘ workers. Three of the guys finished up a 
house and then came to help us at Jasper and Dorothy Valorie‘s home in Texas City. It is a small two 
bedroom home that needed to be leveled and then repaired in every room. Because of rotted floors, 
walls and ceilings, the bathroom and kitchen were totally gutted and new wall board was put up. 
The living-dining room and one bedroom‘s walls, ceiling, and floor were also repaired. This left 
Jasper and Dorothy only one bedroom to live in while the rest of their house was torn apart. With the 
mid-day temperatures for the entire three weeks ranging from 94 to 103, I don‘t know why Dorothy 
didn‘t suffocate in her one bedroom with all her belongings stacked to the ceiling. 

 Jasper and Dorothy were in their mid-seventies and had lived in their home for over fifty 
years. They had seen their neighborhood deteriorate to where they could trust no one. They warned 
us often to keep our tool trucks locked, not put boards or tools away from the foundation of the 
house, and never let anyone inside the house as, ―We have no friends.‖ Jasper did not dare to leave 
the house even to go to church. ―I go down early on Sunday morning and get things ready while 
Dorothy is here, but I stay here and guard the house with your tools.‖ Wink and I were really made 
aware of the transition from fear of all strangers to total trust of the green shirt team. We were the 
fourth team to promise to fix their home, but the first one to not take their money and then leave 
town. For most of the first week Jasper sat on the front porch and watched as we totally tore into his 
home. On the second week he was visiting with us and Dorothy would come out of her bedroom on 
occasion. By the third week, we were old friends. Jasper told us with tears in his eyes, how much he 
respected us and how glad he was that we were Christians that respected him. At lunch on day while 
we sat on paint buckets in his back yard, Jasper Serenaded us by singing ―How Great Thou Art‖ in a 
rich baritone voice sung in the Negro spiritual style. It was so beautiful! One could hear and feel the 
love that he had for his Lord and it brought tears to my eyes. We had to pass the cosmetic finishing of 
the home to the next team so we may just take a detour on the way to the valley to pay Dorothy and 
Jasper a visit and see the finished project. Since we have worked in the Galveston area three times, we 
checked out past homes that we rebuilt. We were happy to see that they looked great and were being 
taken care of. 

 We plan on being part of another Disaster Rebuild in the spring. With all the storms this past 
summer and all the sites that CRWRC-DRS are evaluating, it will be exciting to see where we are 
placed. God is so good to us and has given us the health, ability, financial means, and prayers of 
fellow Christians so the job could be done. And then He has blessed us with so much joy for serving 
the needy. God is so good!! Praise His name!
